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SVCP STUDENTS VISIT PANACEA BIOTEC

The students of B. Pharmacy of Swami Vivekanand College of Pharmacy visited the Lalru Plant of Panacea Biotec, a leading Pharmaceutical Company of the region. The institution organizes such industrial visits for the students in order to provide them with the first hand knowledge about the plant, processes, equipment and machinery currently being used in the industry. The group consisted of 60 members including students, four faculty members and two laboratory technicians. 

Panacea Biotec limited is a GMP certified company, having R&D facility is at Lalru, Mohali, Delhi and Bombay. The students visited the R&D facility at Lalru as named as “Sampann”. The facility is supposed to have complete, state of art facility required in the research and development of pharmaceutical products. The students visited its five different wings, i.e.
(a) Natural production Research Wing: It is associated with isolation and standardization of active pharmaceutical agents from natural products. The unit comprises of soxhalaion and distillation units for the extraction of the drug moiety from crude drug
(b)  Chemical Research Wing: It is chemicals enthuses with syntheses of dugs 

(c) Quality Control Wing: This is associated with the quality of the pharmaceutical products and is equipped with latest and high-tech instruments like freeze dryer, six station dissolution Assembly, ultracentrifuge for  isolation of plasma, protein FDC, Auto coater, Electromagnetic sieve shaker, Eureka hardness tester, U.V. spectrophotometer etc.
(d) Bionomical/Clinical Research Wing: This wing is associated with the study of clinical aspects of the formulation.

(e) Analytical Research Wing: This wing is associated with the analytical research. 

During the visit the students were exposed to the equipments like HPLC, HPTLC, LC-MS/MS, Gas Chromatography, FTIR, NMR and DSC. The students also saw the Accelerated stability studies being carried out for the formulated product at four different temperatures as per ICH guidelines, for four different geographical zones. 
The students were very excited after having been exposed to such sophisticated equipment and described the tour as very informative. The students will now submit report about what they have seen and learnt during their visit.
